Due to the unique challenges posed this year 
by the novel coronavirus, many of the 
procedures in the LENTEN CUSTOMS differ 
significantly from previous years. 

• All liturgical celebrations must follow
established protocols. 

• Distribution of ashes is to be done in the
following way: 

AT CHURCH:

A) After blessing the ashes and sprinkling them with holy
water in silence, the priest addresses those present,
reciting once the formula found in the Roman Missal:
“Repent, and believe in the Gospel” or “Remember
that you are dust, and to dust you shall return." The
priest then puts on a face mask and a shield, sanitizes
his hands and distributes ashes to those who come to
him or, if appropriate, he goes to those who are
standing in their places.

B) Ministers will approach you at your pew.
C) Sprinkling ashes on the top of the head instead of

signing with ashes on the forehead without saying
anything.

FAMILY PRAYER SERVICE”.

Rite to celebrate the prayer service at home.
