One of the most controversial lines ever written belongs to
the Apostle Paul, when he wrote: “Wives, be submissive to
your husbands, as to the Lord” (Ephesians 5:22). In
modern times, this single line has earned Saint Paul the
hatred of radical feminists everywhere, as well as the
embarrassment of many Christians who do not understand
what he meant. Because of this teaching, Paul has been
called a misogynist, a male-chauvinist, and worse.

But for Catholics, this is not acceptable. For Catholics, the
writings of Saint Paul are not just the opinions of one
ancient Jewish Rabbi from which we can pick and choose.
They are the inspired Word of God, in which “everything
asserted by the sacred author must be held to be asserted
by the Holy Spirit"” (Catechism of the Catholic Church
#107). If this is true, then we must ask: What is God trying
to teach us in Ephesians 5? What does it mean when the
Holy Spirit inspires to Paul to teach that wives should be
‘submissive” to their husbands?
