At the same time, parishes, schools and entities
of the Archdiocese of Chicago must adhere to federal,
state and local laws and regulations. The Archdiocese of
Chicago is working with the United States Conference of
Catholic Bishops, Catholic Charities, state and local
governments and other groups to coordinate our activities
of support in Cook and Lake Counties. Please find a
collection of resources on our website at https:/
www.archchicago.org/news-and-events/immigrant-
assistance-resources. As we are called to do, we will
prioritize bringing Christ into this time of fear and
uncertainty. By asking, “What is God telling us in this
moment?” we help families see that God is with them,
even in their fears.

Luke 2:22-40

What is the secret to sharing in God’s power to
overcome our difficulties? Mary teaches us this in
the prophecy of her pierced heart. This Sunday, the
old man Simeon prophecies that when her son faces
opposition, Mary’s soul will be pierced by a sword.
